There are
several pages of directions on the methods by which you can achieve the best 3D fedl to your coloring.For me, the
artwork more than makes up for the issues that | will discuss below.The book is printed on both sides of the page —
which isabit misleading as the reverse side of every design page is a graph paper doodle page. Many of the designs
span two pages with the design merging into the binding. | will not be using the coloring book for doodling and will
consider the graph sides as the waste side of the design which is fine for my purposes. Some people may be unhappy
about the “drawing pages’ but many artists simply put a blank page behind designs. | figure the graph paper gives the
colorist a choice as to what they will do with that side of the paper.The binding is sewn and can be removed easily by
clipping it in several spots every few pages. Y ou will still mostly end up having to cut pages in two to merge the parts
of the design together. That makes it aimost impossible to frame properly. Not a problem for me as | don't frame most
of my work but it isimportant to some people. By bending the binding hard enough to “break” it with alarge crease, |
was able to get the book to lie flat.All of my markers leaked through readily to the back of the page. That includes
ultra-fine Stabilo 88 and larger. However, none of my gel pens came through. They did, however, need alittle longer
drying time as they seemed to sit on the surface for awhile. The instructions for 3D suggest that markers and water
colored pencils be used for the best effect.0 of 0 people found the following review helpful.
