Any resemblance to actual persons, living or dead is purely coincidental.From the Back
CoverColoring Tips and TechniquesWhy limit yourself to basic technique only - bring your coloring to the next level
of fun!Sketching TechniquesDon't fill in solidly with just one color trying to keep within the lines - try various
sketching drawing techniques for generating value and texture in your drawing. Y ou shouldn't worry about making
mistakes - let yourself enjoy the process. Y ou can blend colors into one another and get a new tone or shade.Hatching
TechniquesParallel hatching is one of the simplest method but it's still avery effective way to create the illusion of
highlights and shadows.
